INSTRUCTIONS ON HOW TO APPLY FOR A BELGIAN VISA

General Instructions

1. You should apply for a visa between 1-3 months before leaving. The visa processing usually
takes about 2 weeks but could take more.

2. Once you get your visa, please mail a copy to the Study Abroad office at:

Visa Reqguirements

1. 2 original copies of the Visa Application with 2 passport-sized pictures. You can find the
Visa Application on pages 4 and 5 below. You must fill two original applications. DO NOT SIGN THE
APPLICATIONS. YOU MUST SIGN THE VISA APPICATIONS IN FRONT OF ME OR ANOTHER
PUBLIC NOTARY. OTHERWISE IT WILL BE REJECTED. Also, staple one passport-sized picture in
each of the application forms. You can get the passport-sized pictures at the Fed/Ex Kinko’s on SLU’s
campus at the BSC (Cost: 2 for about $8), or at any Walgreens.

2. Original Passport. Copies are not acceptable. You must submit your original passport booklet.
Make sure your passport is signed.

3. Medical Certificate. This form, located on page 6 below, must be filled out by your doctor and
MUST BE NOTARIZED AND IN THE DOCTOR’S LETTERHEAD, so make sure to tell your doctor.
You will need the original medical certificate and two copies.

4. Declaration of Financial Support & Proof of Solvency. Stop by the Study Abroad office to
pick this letter up.

5. Letter of Admission to Vesalius College. You received an admission letter from Vesalius
College. You will need the original and two copies.

6. $126 Application Fee. Please pay with a Money Order, Cashier’'s Check, Company Check or
Cash. Personal checks are not accepted. Please make the check or money order payable to
“Consulate of Belgium in New York”.

7. Two Pre-paid Overnight Envelopes. You can get this at any FedEx Kinko’s, UPS Store or USPS
location. One of the envelopes should be addressed from your house to the Consulate of Belgium in
New York, and the second one from the Consulate of Belgium in New York to your house. You will
include the second envelope with your application materials. The address for the Consulate of
Belgium in New York is included below.

**|f you're over 21 years old at the time of your application, you will also need to get a background
check from the FBI. To get this, please visit the following website
http://www.fbi.gov/hg/cjisd/fprequest.htm and follow the instructions.

You will need them when
you register at the city hall in Belgium during the first couple of days upon arriving.
